Rehearsal Conflicts
You will be asked to specify all rehearsal conflicts. Cast 
members are not called to all rehearsals and may only be 
called to portions of scheduled rehearsals Attendance is 
mandatory if called on dates not listed as a conflict. Casting is 
based on talent and availability. Please carefully review the 
rehearsal calendar so you can accurately specify conflicts 
during registration.  
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How Do I Register For 
An Audition?

First, go to wvyt.org/sartorette and click REGISTER

Second, complete the first registration form and click
SAVE and SELECT AUDITION DATE

Third, select an audition time slot and complete the
form. You will be asked to confirm your sselection via
email.

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What Else Should I Know?

Who can participate?

Currently participation is limited to Sartorette Elementary third, 
fourth, and fifth graders. We may open up to additional grades if 
slots remain available.   

Do I need to register to audition?

YES. Even though registration is FREEE, you must complete the 
registration process, including selecting an audition time in order to 
audition.  

Who can complete the registration?

Registration must be completed by a parent or guardian for each 
participant. Parents and/or guardians will be asked to digitally sign 
various mandatory waivers and acknowledgements during the 
registration process.

How long will registration take?

Please allow approximately 15 minutes to complete registration. 
You must complete the entire registration process in a single session 
that will timeout after 35 minutes. Make sure to click on SAVE 
REGISTRATION when you get to the end of entering data.  If the 
SAVE button is not lit up it means there are some required data cells 
that require information.  If you do not complete registration, your 
child may not be assigned an audition slot. 
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What Else Should I Know?

How many conflicts can my child have?

Casting will be based on talent and availability. If your child will have 
to miss five or more rehearsals, it will be difficult to cast your child in 
anything other than a minor role. 

Can I change conflicts after auditions?

All changes to listed conflicts requested after auditions must be 
approved by the Artistic Staff. No conflicts will be allowed during 
mandatory rehearsals or performances.
